2. Other Business

Approval of Minutes:  June 7, 2010

Mr. Irish offered a motion to approve the minutes of June 7, 2010 and was seconded by Mr. Bailey and the motion carried 3-0-1 with Mr. Granda abstaining.

Superintendent’s Report:  .

Kendall Chamberlin reported that septage receipts were good and the construction projects were going well.  Mr. Bailey requested scheduling notice more in advance of when people would not be able to use their sewers.
Mr. Chamberlain requested the approval of purchase order 2788 to Advanced Earthworks Solutions not to exceed $5,000 for the replacement of an old hydrant on Esplanade.  Mr. Kart offered a motion to approve the purchase order and was seconded by Mr. Granda.  

Mr. Granda asked if competitive quotes were received and Mr. Chamberlain said no, since the contractor was already replacing one on Millet Street he asked for a price to replace this one as well.  There was discussion about this, and Mr. Kart amended his motion to obtain competitive quotes and award a contract to the lowest bidder not to exceed $5,000.  Mr. Granda seconded the amended motion and the motion carried 5-0.

Mr. Kart asked if there were any complicating issues with the manhole replacement on Bridge Street at Old Brooklyn Court and Mr. Chamberlain replied that there were not.  Mr. Irish reminded Mr. Chamberlain that contractors should not begin work before 7:00 am.
