- VLCT’s Spring Conference – Rock handed out the VLCT postcard. There is no town 36 

funding for volunteers to attend. 37 

- VT Downtown Conference – coming up in Burlington, June 5. 38 

- Lake Use Rules for Lake Iroquois – a copy was passed around to members, LaBounty 39 

would like a copy.  40 

- Act 250 minor permit amendment for a lot in Richmond Estates 41 

- Solar farm proposal by GMP – Rock provided an over view of the project based upon a 42 

meeting with GMP representatives this week. GMP will be hosting a site visit for 43 

community members ahead of an upcoming Selectboard meeting in which they present 44 

information about the project. Foley stated that the planning commission should be paying 45 

attention to the issues surrounding the proliferation of solar farms. Discussion followed. 46 

- The Town is still looking for a zoning administrator. 47 

- Rock met with Hinesburg Planner – one interesting item of note from the meeting is there 48 

are 400 housing units in their permit pipeline.  49
