polls will close, to vote on the following article by Australian ballot: 

 

Article ___. Shall general obligation bonds or notes of the Town of Richmond 

in an amount not to exceed Eight Hundred Thousand Dollars 

($800,000), subject to reduction from available state and federal 

construction grants-in-aid and other financial assistance, be 

issued to finance the costs of extending municipal sewer lines 

westerly to the westerly boundary of the Water and Sewer 

District up to and including the property known and designated 

as 1436 West Main Street, together with functionally related 

pumping and transmission equipment, appurtenances and 

additions, which bonds are to be primarily payable from the net 

revenues of the Water and Sewer District?
