Superintendents Report

Mr. Chamberlin reported on the status of Railroad Street, and that the department had been awarded the energy grant that had been applied for recently.

Mr. Kart offered to approve PO 2830 to Noyes Properties LLC in the amount of $44,000 for the Railroad Street sewer work and was seconded by Mr. Coggio and the order was approved 3-0.

Performance Evaluations

Mr. Urbanik presented the performance evaluations for Brian Mattison and Thacher Evans.  The performance evaluations recommended the 3.5% increase for both employees.  Mr. Kart offered a motion to approve the evaluations and was seconded by Mr. Coggio and the motion carried 3-0.
