2. Other Business

Approval of Minutes:  December 6, 2010
Mr. Granda offered a motion to approve the minutes of December 6, 2010 and was seconded by Mr. Bailey.  The motion carried 3-0-1 with Mr. Kart abstaining.
Superintendent’s Report:  
Kendall Chamberlin reported that the plant was running fine.  There was an issue with a house on Tilden avenue that wasn’t connected to the sewer.  The home had been that way since the line was put in, and no stub was given to connect.  Mr. Chamberlin felt that in this case, the town had not made an effort to get this home connected and should now connect the home at the town’s expense.  There was discussion about this issue.  The board was in agreement that this was a good idea, however, no vote was taken to approve the work.  It was decided to wait until Spring to act on this connection.
Mr. Chamberlin reported that 366 Cochran Road had successfully connected to the sewer.

The Administrator reported that Harold Irish’s water and sewer allocations were due to expire.  Mr. Irish wanted to renew, but he was out of town.  The board had said six months ago that the renewal at that time was to be the last.  The board decided to wait until Mr. Irish’s return to discuss this again.

Mr. Chamberlin said that Brian Mattison had passed his Grade 3 exam, and asked for the $.50 per hour increase called for in the wage plan.  Mr. Kart offered a motion to approve tfhe increase and was seconded by Mr. Bailey and the motion carried 4-0.
