Geoffrey Urbanik, Town Administrator; Linda Parent, Town Clerk; Maureen Kangley; Mary Houle; and Ruth Miller was present to videotape the meeting for MMCTV Channel 15.
Chairman Kart called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

1. Welcome and Public Comment

Mr. Kart asked if there was any comment from the public but there was none.

Maureen Kangley thanked the water department for getting the water system up and running so quickly after the flood, and showed a poster to that effect, that she had made.

Bressor Final Water Allocation

The Administrator explained that Mr. Bressor's subdivision had been granted preliminary approval earlier in the year, and had been approved by the Development Review Board.  He had come this evening to pay his allocation fee.

Mr. Filkorn offered a motion to approve the final allocation for water and sewer for Gary Bressor's two-lot subdivision and was seconded by Mr. Granda and the motion carried 5-0.

Superintendent's Report

Kendall Chamberlin reported that the water and wastewater treatment systems were in great shape considering the damages they suffered during the flooding a week ago.  The Administrator also explained some of the damages the system suffered, such as inundated facilities and contaminated water supply, but Kendall Chamberlin had the system up and running and off of the boil alert within five days.  The wastewater system suffered the most damages, but power never got cut off and the system always remained at least partially operational.  Another tree had wedged under the bridge, levering against the sewer main.

There was some discussion on how to improve the system to avoid damages in another severe flood.  The Administrator suggested that FEMA mitigation monies might be available for this.
