
 

 

 Frequently Asked Questions Related to the Establishment of Retail Cannabis Operations 

Article 6.  Shall the Town of Richmond vote pursuant to S.54 to approve operations of cannabis 

retailers within the Town of Richmond? (To be voted by Australian ballot) 

 

 If the vote passes, will the Town be able to decide where cannabis retailers are located in 
Richmond? 

o There are not limitations on location in the bill, however location limitations may be 
imposed by a rule from the Cannabis Control Board perhaps as early as April 2021.  

o At this point it is unclear what control municipalities will have on the location of 
cannabis retailers. There is ongoing work at Vermont League of Cities and Towns and 
the Vermont Planners Association to determine how to incorporate cannabis retailers 
into zoning.  

 If the vote passes, will the Town receive revenue from hosting cannabis retailers? 
o The town will receive no tax revenue and no revenue will be shared from the state 

assessed taxes. The only revenue that the Town would receive is from licensing fees. 
o The Town may vote to add a 1% local option tax in the future. This tax would apply to 

retail sales of cannabis as well as all other retail sales in the Town of Richmond. The 
State retains a portion of the revenue generated by this tax and the Town receives the 
remaining amount. 

 Can cannabis retailers sell cannabis online? 
o No. Internet ordering and delivery of cannabis to consumers are prohibited. 

 If the vote fails can the Town hold another vote in the future to approve retail cannabis retail 
establishments? 

o Yes. The Town may vote to opt in at any time in the future. 

 If the vote passes, can another vote be held at a future date to reverse the decision? 
o Yes. However, any cannabis retailers operating in the Town at the time permission is 

revoked would be allowed to continue operation. 

 Does our community have to vote to allow cultivators, wholesalers, product manufacturers, and 
testing laboratories in Richmond? 

o No. These operations are allowed in all Vermont municipalities and residents do not 
have the ability to deny these operations from being established in the municipality.
