Land disturbance -  any human-made change to land surface that alters topography, removes vegetation or exposes soil
Screening -  an installation designed to provide a visual barrier between neighboring properties or portions thereof.   The screening may be vegetative, such as a fast-growing hedge, or non-living, such as a privacy fence or decorative panels. 
Buffer – a designated strip of land set aside to separate incompatible uses or protect adjacent properties or land from nuisance factors such as noise, glare, dust, contamination  or visual clutter.  Buffers may be required in addition to screening. Wetland buffers are required and defined in section 6.9. 
Landscaping -  the combination or arrangement of living plants (such as trees, shrubs, and grass) with natural features (like rocks and mulch) and structural elements (like decorative walls, fences, and water features) used to control erosion, manage stormwater, provide natural features and/or mitigate the visual or environmental impacts of development.
