| hope this message finds you well. | am writing to request permission for the use of
roads within the Town of Richmond for our upcoming Spring Gravel Ride event,
scheduled for April 12, 2025 (inclement weather date of 4/26/25).

The event will feature two route options: one approximately 50 miles and another
approximately 20 miles. These routes are designed to highlight the beautiful roads and
natural scenery of the area while accommodating cyclists of varying skill levels. The ride
will depart from Catamount Outdoor Family Center (COFC) at 9:00 AM, with a
mass/controlled start and a police escort down Governor Chittenden Road to Route 2
and onto Kenyon Road. We expect the last cyclists to return to COFC around 2:00 PM.
We will limit participation with advanced registration.

There will be no road closures or lane reductions required. To ensure the safety of both
cyclists and vehicles, we will advertise the event well in advance and place signage
along the routes one week prior to the event. On the day of the ride, volunteer pairs will
be stationed at all busy intersections, and additional signage will be placed as
necessary.

This will be a non-competitive, recreational ride, with no timing, focused on enjoying the
route and fostering a sense of community. Cyclists will prioritize safety at busy
intersections, ensuring smooth flow and minimizing disruption.
